1. MeetingCALLED TO ORDER at 7:07
pm. Board and Management introductions.
A. Bryce Keller motioned to approve th

2. MEMBERS FORUM

A. Linda Holman asked the Board to

address the growing problem in the
Meadows of exterior lights left on a
night that create a nuisance for the
neighbors.

Mike Sa-
barese said that Glenshire had re-
cently published the Town ordinanc
on exterior lighting. In the next
newsletter we will publish this ordi-
nance as well as refer to the CC&R
on exterior lighting to remind mem-
bers to respect their neighbors.

Bryce suggested we ask the Police

Eric Bacon asked the front gate could

. be removed. Buster said the Board had

had this request last year and that in a
vote of the members it was overwhelm-
ing to keep the gate to protect the pri-
vate roads. Eric also brought up the
back gate access. It is supposed to be a
36 inch opening. Someone or the plow
has moved a rock that now makes the
opening smaller. In the spring the asso-
ciation will make sure it is at least a 36
inch opening for pedestrian traffic.
Jaroslava Drlk asked if members could
have keys to the back gate so they
could use it instead of the front gate. It
is an emergency exit only and may not
be used for convenience.

Bryce updated the members that the
Fire District had annexed in Buckhorn
Ridge and the Martis Peak HOA mem-
bers in Nevada County who were re-
ceiving service but not paying anything
will now contribute to the District.

Also the Glenshire Fire Station will re-
ceive a remodel to better serve the
neighboring area. Bryce also thanked
the Board for their continued good
work.

Canyon Springs is on hold but con-
cerned members should keep an eye on
it.

ASSOCIATION INSURANCE
REQUIREMENTS

CALIFORNIA State Law mandates
certain insurance requirements. To afford
members of the association the maximum
protection under the law, the association is
required to carry $1 million worth of cover-
age for liability on the common area and $14.
million worth of coverage for Directors &
Officers insurance.

Our Directors and Officers are cov-
ered by Philadelphia Insurance Company
with $2 million worth of coverage.

Our commercial policy and umbrellz
policy are also with Philadelphia Insurance
Company. The limits of liability are $2 mil-
lion for the former and $15 million the latter 5.

The budgeted cost for both is $5,200.

The summary of the Associations policies o
insurance provides only certain information, as re-
quired by subdivision (e) of section 1365 of th&ilCi
Code, and should not be considered a substitutiador
complete policy terms and conditions containechin t
actual policies of insurance.
