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I n an effort to keep the neighbor-
hoods and the bear population safe the 
Association encourages owners to in-
stall bear resistant enclosures.  
          This is not mandatory for those 
that wish to put their cans out in the 
morning on trash day and put them back 
in their garage after they have been 
emptied . 
    However all new trash enclosures 

that owners 
wish to in-
stall on 
their prop-
erty will 
only be ap-
proved if 
they are 
c o m m e r -
c i a l l y 
manu fac -
tured and 

earth tone color approved. 
Placement of enclosure must be 10 feet 
from edge of pavement located wholly 
on owners property. Side setback for a 
trash enclosure will be no closer then 5 
feet from the side property line, ( unless 
it is a corner lot). 
            All enclosures require pre-
approval from the Board of Directors.�   
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H omeowners, please respect your 
neighbors and follow Association proce-
dure.  
            The parking cars, recreational ve-
hicles, boats, trailers, etc must be on an 
“Association Approved” parking area. 
You can easily submit an exterior change 
application to the Board via e-mail to re-
quest additional parking. See the website, 
www.sierramntmgt.com, to download an 
application and review the Architectural 
Guidelines. 
            Vehicles parked in the dirt will be 
fined. See the Fine Schedule on page 3. 
Parking pads constructed of gravel or 
other aggregate must be kept clear of 
weeds and other debris. 
            Large construction equipment and 
large commercial vehicles are not allowed 
to be parked anywhere on the properties. 
Again, these vehicles will be fined. 
            If you are a homeowner and wish 
to make a complaint, please document 
where the violation occurs, provide an ad-
dress and a photo if possible, and your 
name.
